Phoneme Segmentation Fluency: Your child was able to name _____ phonemes (individual sounds) in one minute.  The spring of kindergarten goal was to have all children name 35+ phonemes per minute.  We will continue this measure in first grade in order to make sure all children have mastered this concept.     
Nonsense Word Fluency: Your child was able to read _____ correct letter sounds in one minute.  By the winter of first grade our goal is to have all children name 50+ letter sounds per minute. 

Test of Reading Fluency: Your child was able to read _____ words correctly in one minute.  By the spring of first grade our goal is to have all children read 40 words or more per minute.

This is how we measure Test of Reading Fluency:

     King was a very big dog.  He was so big that Mom wanted me to stay away from him.  He lived two houses down the street from us.  He had a great big doghouse.  There was a six foot high steel fence around his house.  When people walked by, King would bark loudly at them.  These people were glad to see the tall fence around his house.  
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Winter 1st Grade
Here are some quick and easy things you can do with your child to help him or her learn about the sounds and letters in words and to work on early reading skills.  Of course, the most important thing you can do is to read with your child everyday.  
First Sound Cuts
Ask your child to leave off the first sound in a word – For example, “Say sun without the /ssss/.”  (un)
Last Sound Cuts
Ask your child to leave off the last sound in a word – For example, “Say ram without the /mmmm/.”  (ra)
Swap a Letter – Final Sounds
Write a word on a piece of paper, and help your child to say the sounds, blend them, and read the word.  Then replace the final letter of the spelled word.  Ask your child to read the new word.  For example – start with cat, and change to cap, can, cab.
Suggestions for reading with your child from the International Reading Association
Read books that your child chooses.  It doesn’t matter if it is the same book over and over again!  
Point out key words in the story and talk about words your child may not know.  
Choose books with familiar phrases and rhymes and have your child read familiar parts with you.  
Encourage your child to look at the pictures for clues about the story.  
Allow time after reading to talk about the book and have your child read parts of the story with you.  
Answer your child’s questions even if they interrupt the story.  
When your child is reading to you and gets to a word he/she doesn’t know, try some of these strategies …

· Look together for clues in the pictures that might provide the answer.

· Skip over the word and read the rest of the sentence to try to determine what word might make sense.

· Have your child look at the sounds in the words that he/she recognizes or parts of the word.  For example: cover the ending and look at the main part of the word, and have a go at the word.

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Phoneme segmentation fluency measures a student’s ability to distinguish individual phonemes (sounds) in a word.  The student is timed for one minute, and the number of correct individual phonemes is recorded.





As a student increases his/her phonemic awareness, they are better able to identify and hear individual sounds in a word.  This assessment measures the phonological awareness of a child.





Shown to the left is a sample of the assessment.  The examiner reads each word and the student responds with the individual sounds of the word.  The examiner writes the student responses on the sheet.





Nonsense word fluency measures a student’s ability to produce individual letter sounds and then blend them together to read.  The student is timed for one minute, and the number of correct letter sounds is recorded.





Shown to the left is a sample of the nonsense word fluency assessment.  The student attempts to say each sound or read the whole word.  The examiner writes the student responses on the examiner sheet.





The Test of Reading Fluency is a series of three, one-minute timed passages that measure how many words per minute a student can read correctly (fluently).
